A traditional festival 
throughout the year on this 
sacred mountain protects the 
agriculture of the Kanto Plain. 
The Japanese wolf god 
"Oinu-sama" stands ever vigil.

Date:3th Sunday from June and October / Venue: 
Musashi Mitake Shrine /       Take the JR Ome Line to 
Mitake Station, and then take the Nishi Tokyo Bus bound 
for Cable-shita. Get off at the last stop, Cable-shita Bus 
Stop. Transfer to the Mitake Tozan Railway cable car to 
Mitakesan Station.

Hereditary succession ensures the sacred of Kagura never departs. 
See for free on the opening day the performance that is as good as 
can be. June to November, a night kagura reveals majesty.

Daidai Kagura

A waterfall with a head of 
10m upstream of the rock 
garden. Shinto rituals have 
thrived here since ancient 
times. Give “Takigyo” 
(waterfall meditation) a try 
to feel revitalized. 

Ayahiro Waterfall

This popular novice friendly 
hiking course allows anyone 
to focus on the sheer beauty 
of the trail. Each step brings 
a new juxtaposition of stone, 
wood, stream and verdure. 

Rock Garden
Ascend 424 meters in just 
6 minutes. After getting off 
the train at the station, it is a 
25-minute jaunt to Musashi 
Mitake Shrine on the very 
top of the mountain.
