The Yoshino Baigo Plum Village 
is one of the most famous plum 
blossom viewing spots in Tokyo. 
Within the grounds is the Ome-
shi Plum Park, which served 
as the symbol of the plum 
village. In 2009, however, it was 
discovered that the plum trees 
had been infected by a virus and 
in 5 years they were all cut down.
